Travel is often difficult in this region and relies on 4WD
vehicles or light aircraft to access the communities. The program will build on the work of
consultation which has taken place in the Top End over the last four years and aims to
build up the Indigenous communities of the Diocese. In some cases it might be more
appropriate for the people on the communities to travel in to Darwin to Nungalinya
College for training. A strong Indigenous Christian presence has a positive effect on
isolated communities.
