As many of the clergy are in unpaid positions, a contribution to 
enable travel to major centres to attend clergy training sessions  and ongoing education  is 
very welcome.  In this way ministry can be strengthened  in indigenous communities.  
Ongoing training for ministers enables them  to pass on the good news to others and lets 
them know that they are supported beyond their local community.
