The ordained Indigenous clergy of the Northern Territory serve in communities isolated

from each other and from continuing education opportunities. Due to the isolation of the
communities, visits by diocesan staff to remote clergy are a great encouragement. As

most of the Aboriginal clergy are unpaid, your support enables them to travel to major

centres to attend clergy training sessions. In this way ministry will be strengthened in
