Some o f the special events of the last year have included...   
 

Reviving the Indigenous language  
With support of the Revõd Dr. John Harris (author of One Blood) the Revõd Tom Slockee has 
gathered Aboriginal people to produce the Durgha Lords Prayer.  Other ceremo nies translated 
include, welcome to country, work for funeral liturgy and Anzac Day prayers . 
 

Aboriginal Youth Action Research Project.    
The Revõd Tom Slockee supported by the Revõd Ian Lambert conducted a action research project 
with Indigenous young pe ople, agencies, and Government authorities, to improve outcomes for 
Indigenous young people and their families in the area . 
 

During and at the end of the project they were successful in motivating the govern ment to fund a 
Youth Project, run a very successful Youth Forum,  develope a Youth organisation which will  
recognise, build and develop Aboriginal youth leadership in the Eurobodalla, in order to bring 
better coordination of services, improve relationships between elders, young Aboriginals, and the 
community. 
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Here are some of the ways your gift will be used:   
 Visiting, counselling and motivating young Aboriginal people who are at risk (drugs 

and alcohol use, suicide, low self esteem, low educational skills etc)  
 Run òhands onó courses in Aboriginal pottery and wood craft, interperation of 

Aboriginal stories in oral, written and art form.  
 Create a Youth Organisation / Foundation to assist youth in life skills, participation 

in community life, sporting endeavours, intergenerational cultural exchange  
 Encourage and support Aboriginal youth in leadership.  
 Support Womens Group.
