Bishop John Wilme wrote to ABM in May 2007 and said that the English Language Centre
in the diocese is running very well, with more than a hundred students this year. There are
now 3 full-time teachers (from just one in 2004 when the centre was started) and 2
volunteers. Summer classes which just finished were focused more on young learners -
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expenses, external funds are still very much needed for school equipment and teaching
aids as well as the training of suitable teachers.
