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Water & Sanitation Program *- Myanmar

Six villages in Myanmar received support from ABM to install simple water supply systems
last year. Three of these were gravity-fed and most of the funds went into the construction
of water tanks and water pipelines from the springs to the villages. The length of the
pipelines varied between 2500 ft and 4000 ft in the villages of Lake Pya Gyi, Aung Nan
Cho and New Quarter. Three other villages * Lay Thit, Sha See Bo and Taw Kone
installed wells and the funds went into pumps and concrete. Among the benefits identified
by villagers of these water systems are: the energy and time saved in collecting water,
improved personal hygiene, and more people growing gardens and raising animals.

Give thanks that the people in the six villages now have easier access to potable
water
Pray for the people of Myanmar as it continues to suffer and struggle under the
