Post -Harvest Facilities * - Philippines  
 
Practically the whole community of Bgy Kinitaan turned up when ABM visited this 
community in February 2007. Bong Bacas, the diocesan development officer, said that he 
had earlier asked the community for at least 10 men to come every day for two weeks to 
build the grains storage and to put concrete for the solar dryer. He was being mindful that 
they have farms to tend. About 30 of them kept coming each day for the last week or so. 
We arrive in the middle of the second week of laborious communal work. Every pair of 
hands was needed especially around midday when the men took turns to have a rest 
when it became unbearably hot.   
 
The corn sheller (above photo) which was also part of the funding was purchased earlier in 
December so that the community was already able to use it at harvest time.  There were 
many happy faces as we went around talking to community members. Children, the young 
and not-so-young men and women were out and about and even the older folks tried to tell 
us how good it was that ABM and the ECP have provided these things that they need most
