It is
also helping cover the printing and training costs for a National Religious Education
Curriculum to be rolled out to all Anglican schools. In the New Guinea Islands, two full
time youth coordinators have been provided with an allowance to help them travel the
Diocese encouraging young people. Last year the Diocese meet together for a youth
camp for the first time in 15 years.

In Popondota, Adelbert Ogaita coo rdintates youth ministry in a province that is 80%
Anglican. Your support helps him to visit remote villages around the diocese, training
young people and bringing vital education about HIV and other issues.

In Port Moresby, the Rev'd Philip Jerigari ministers to the nation's top students at the
Univerisity of Papua New Guinea. Ann Anayabere and her dedicated team, minister to
disadvantaged and distressed teens from all over the city; and Tim Williams plans to bring
together the best youth leaders from ar ound the country for professional training in Youth
Ministry.
