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ABM continues to build and strengthen the capacity of Anglicare StopAIDS to be able to
implement and manage comprehensive HIV & AIDS Programs. Voluntary Counselling and
Testing services in Port Moresby have reported a dramatic increase in clients with over 58
people per month receiving support from the service. 2 new counsellors have been
recruited to meet this demand. Anglicare StopAids in Mt Hagen Centre is continuing to
provide prevention and awareness training. Peer Education workshops and drama are
used to highlight the HIV prevention message and seeks especially to address the
ignorance that causes stigma and discrimination.
