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Education *

In Papua New Guinea travel is difficult, infrastructure is poor and schools are generally
isolated. Skilled teachers often prefer to teach in urban school s leaving the rural schools
without skilled professionals. The Anglican Education Division (AED) is working towards
making rural schools more attractive through the use of financial incentives . Through ABM
support the AED have been able to provide scholarships for teacher training, allowed
people from poor rural families to gain formal teacher training and upon completion ,
return to their communities to work in their local schools.
